WHAT IS IN YOUR FEED?

Energy is the fuel for all bodily processes – breathing, walking, eating, growth, lactation, and reproduction. Starches, sugars, and fats are all sources of energy.

Protein is the basic structure used to make all tissue – muscle, bone, skin, hair, organs and milk. It is important not only for growth and milk production, but protein is needed daily as the body is constantly repairing itself and replacing lost cells and tissue.

Minerals are important for a variety of functions in the animal. Some minerals along with proteins form structures like bone and teeth. Other minerals help transmit nerve impulses, while certain minerals are important to enzymes or carrying oxygen.

Roughage such as pasture, stockpiled forage, hay, silage, crop residues, and straws should make up a majority of your livestock project’s diet. 
Concentrates are used for milk production and in fattening periods for meat production
 ALSO…
Water is the most essential nutrient for life. Water needs to be fresh, clean, and plentiful to ensure maximum intake.
