ELIGIBILITY: This scholarship is available to:

e Any Kit Carson County high school senior who is a current 4-H member in good standing,
having completed a minimum of three years of 4-H work (including the senior year).

e Recipients must plan to attend an accredited two or four-year college or university. The
scholarship may be applied to any major.

e Selection will be based on the following criteria:
» Leadership/citizenship (in 4-H, school and community)
» 4-H achievement
» Scholarship potential

ADMINISTRATION: Applications will be reviewed by a committee made up of 4-H volunteer leaders, local
Extension staff and interested individuals. Applications must be submitted directly to the County Extension
Office postmarked no later than April 15", Applicants must submit the following materials:

e KCC 4-H Council Memorial Scholarship Form

e Three letters of recommendation should be sent with the application (one from each of the
following):
> Academic advisor, school official or teacher
» 4-H leader
» Personal character reference (church minister, personal friend, employer)

Applications not meeting the basic criteria will be screened out prior to review by the committee. The applicant
must be accepted at an accredited two or four-year college or university on a full-time basis in order to receive
the scholarship. The recipient will be eligible to receive the scholarship upon proof of enrollment. Proof of
registration shall consist of a bill from the college or university registrar’s office. The scholarship will be
awarded to the recipient during the Awards Ceremony at the KCC Fair.

Announcement of the scholarship recipient will be made annually at the local school awards ceremony or class
graduation.
